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Snohomish County Western Games Association
was formed in 1973 by a small group of local families
who wanted patterned horse racing (also known as
gaming or playdays) competition during the winter
months. Because this is a family organization, the
division of competition was divided by age of rider
instead of ability of horse. This enables one horse
to be used by more than one family member or rider.
SCWGA continued to grow over the years and has
expanded to include several counties in Western
Washington. Since its founding, SCWGA has
maintained its goals of promoting patterned horse
racing and preserving friendly, family competition
by providing a place for riders of all ages and levels
of ability to perform.
